Wolverhampton Photo Booth: The 'No-Stress' Interview Guide

Before you hand over a deposit, ask these 6 critical questions to ensure you aren't booking a 

"no-show" or a webcam-on-a-stick.

1.  Do you have Public Liability Insurance (PLI) and PAT testing for 2026?
Why: Without these, venues like The Mount Hotel or Pendrell Hall may refuse to let 
the booth set up on the day.

1.  What is your 'Plan B' if a camera or printer fails mid-event?
Why: Amateurs carry one set of gear. Pros carry backup cameras, cables, and printers 
in their van.

1.  Are your photos taken on an iPad or a DSLR/mirrorless camera?
Why: iPads are great for social media, but for high-quality prints that don't look grainy, 
you need a professional camera and a separate studio flash.

1.  Can I see a photo of your booth setup at a recent West Midlands event?
Why: This ensures their "website photos" aren't just stolen stock images.

1.  Is the booth attendant a trained professional or a 'drop and go' service?
Why: A great attendant manages the queue, helps guests with props, and ensures the 
guestbook looks tidy.

1.  How is my guests' data stored and shared?
Why: Ensure they use secure, password-protected galleries rather than public links.
